· Please Note:  The Japan Studies Association is offering this Kyoto Workshop and the study tour at these costs and contingent upon funding from the Japan Foundation Institutional Support Program.

Appendix:  
· Selection criteria will include evidence of previous interest in Japan; description of research interest; description of courses that will be enriched by participation. 

· Priority will be given to faculty who have participated in at least one JSA activity such as the Freeman Summer Institute, a JSA Conference, or a Mainland Workshop funded through the Japan Foundation.

· Faculty with less experience in Japan will receive priority over faculty with more previous experience in Japan.  
· Faculty from under-represented areas of the United States (defined by the Japan Foundation to  include the South, Midwest and Mountain States) will have priority; diversity among the participants will be sought to represent a broad range of viewpoints.

 Selection of the subset of 8 participants funded for an intensive 10-day tour will include the above criteria with a greater emphasis on securing junior faculty (as defined in terms of years from securing the highest degree) who have not previously visited Japan.
